5-—Due to sixgh% mfmimns in the inside diameter of the drive shuﬂ ‘housing, sf
may be necessary to dowel pin the hushmg and seal mmm&iy, if it is not suffi-
ciently tight to keep from turning while car is in apamimﬁ.
